If anybody learned anything in this class they shouldn't have been at the conference in 
the first place. We spent 2 hours defining what a ranch single family home, vs 2-story, split level, etc. was, 
breaking up into small groups to come up with pros & cons, and then reconvening to discuss what we 
discussed - with no new insight provided by the class and/or instructors other than the common sense initial 
thoughts prompted by the image of said ranch, 2-story, split level, etc.. Another hour plus discussing how 
square footage is calculated by measuring the perimeter of non-complex improvements. If would have been 
one thing if we were discussing rare and unusual homes but this was ridiculous. Another 90 minutes walking 
through the various agencies that exist, reading through their blurb on measuring philosophies and how they 
don't have any "clear guidelines - so just follow established best practices in your office". Why waste so much 
time learning about what they don't have to say on the topic?? Clearly I was extremely disappointed with this 
class. The worst part about it was, it appeared the instructors knew they had 2 hours worth of extremely first 
day, entry-level content and were somehow tasked with stretching it out over an 8-hour session. There was so 
much mindless filler it was terrible and it made them look bad. And in talking with others who took the class I 
reserved my opinions until I got their feedback to make sure I wasn't crazy and everyone I spoke with shared 
the exact same thoughts to some degree.
